On July 16, 2010 the Pastors for Peace will be rolling into El Paso between 1-5 pm, making their annual stop at UUCEP for a 

relaxing evening of song, supper, conversation and service to the community.  It is our pleasure to once again host this group as they 

continue on to Mexico where they will ship medical and school supplies to their final destination, Cuba. 

The evening event will include a potluck dinner from 6:30-7:30 pm.  I have hired a wonderful young lady who is currently 

residing at Annunciation House, and she has volunteered to prepare a Mexican Cuisine for our guests, which includes homemade 

tortillas.   However, we still need a few vegetarian dishes, salads, dips & chips, side dishes, desserts and drinks to make sure we have 

enough food for the 20 caravanistas, our friends, families and guests.  From 7:30 to 8:30 we will listen to a designated guest speaker 

from Pastors for Peace who will inform us of their purpose, goals, and challenges they still face as the U.S. blockade to Cuba continues.   

After dinner, the majority of the caravanistas will retire to The Crane house, but we are looking for some volunteers to host a 

few weary travelers who may need a good night’s sleep on an actual bed as opposed to using a sleeping bag on the floor. 

I would also like to take some of the guests to Mercado Mayapan before dinner, but extra chauffeurs may be needed to 

expedite transportation to and from.  Please see the sign-up sheet that will be available in the fellowship hall during UU Lite, if you can 

help with any of the activities.

Update concerning Bruce Cornet's incarceration on false charges:   

 

Bruce called me first thing this morning (6/24/10) and said that he lost his appeal, although this was not surprising based on what we were told, and 

how poorly the appellate brief had been written.  However, the flip-side to the coin is good news! 

  

I had another phone call from Bruce who has now read through the paperwork and told me some details about the loss of the appeal.  The amazing thing 

is that he almost got acquitted (not just a new trial, but the panel of appellate judges was actually considering an all-out acquittal!) but their votes were 

almost a tie, barely winning on the side of a loss.  However, the reasons were outlined in the paperwork and if we do this we may still be granted an 

acquittal, or a new trial at the very least: 

      1) Hire a lawyer for approx. $1,750 

      2) Have the lawyer file a PDR with the updated info the judges were lacking 

      3) Wait for them to decide 

 Bruce says that there were some discrepancies in the information because the appellate lawyer did not point them out at all, which is no surprise.  

Bruce had told him to do so, but he refused.  Now we lost, but if we file the PDR WITHIN 20 DAYS we have a chance of getting Bruce not only out, 

but set FREE with no charges against him anymore!  A person cannot be charged twice for the same "crime" by law due to the double-jeopardy clause. 

      I have no idea how long the process takes once the court receives the PDR, but we are working on obtaining the funds now.  As for me, I am up in 

Puyallup, WA (near Seattle) and am still looking for a job and my savings are about depleted.  My dad has funded sooooo much of this case and is not 

in the financial position to continue, so without these funds Bruce stands to stay in prison for up to 10 more years.  If we win the acquittal he'll be 

FREE.  Literally $1750 or so is sitting between Bruce and his possible freedom.  We should have this amount within a couple of days, based on what 

has happened within the last 24 hours, provided this trend of donations keeps up.  Many THANKS to all who have donated money to help Bruce come 

home!!! 

      If we wind up with more money than requested then be sure to know that we'll save it for flying him home, or any other (unforeseen) legal costs that 

may inevitably pop up - at least that has been my experience at how these things go.  We are working on starting a legal defense fund, but if you want to 

help FAST you can send cash, check, debit, credit card, or such payments to my email address (sunstarangel@msn.com) via www.paypal.com .  It's 

free to send the money and is easy to set up an account if you don't already have one.  I can also accept checks, Western Union, or such, but I don't have 

a bank account up here due to not having a permanent address yet.  Doing things online is easier for me here, but for people in El Paso, money can be 

given to my parents to deposit into my account so I can pay the lawyer with my debit card.  Others out of town can send it here too.  My parents' 

address is:

     My friend's church in Arizona helped a family raise $100,000 over time for a criminal case too, so I am sure we can do this small one quickly!  I 

have never before asked for people to send money for Bruce's legal fees.  We've paid for everything in the past through our own money (tens of 

thousands), or loans or gifts from my parents. 

      Above all, please pray that all goes well and that we can get this done in the shortest amount of time possible so Bruce can come home.
